The Truth is Scarier than Fiction  

The son of an African-American     
father and a Jewish mother, Walter 
Mosley describes being an only child 
as an “emptiness in my childhood 
that I filled up with fantasies.” 
 
Although Mosley, who was born in 
1952, was raised in a non-political 
family, he later became outspoken on 
racism in the U.S., which forms the 
basis for much of his literary work. 
 
His first novel, Devil in a blue dress 
(1990), introduces readers to Ezekiel 
“Easy” Rawlins, a black private     
investigator and WWII veteran living 
in Los Angeles during the 1940s-
1960s. There are currently 14 novels 
in the bestselling Easy Rawlins     
series, including Black Betty, Six 
easy pieces, and Charcoal Joe.  

Mosley is also 
the creator of 
memorable liter-
ary sleuths Fear-
less Jones, Leo-
nid McGill, and 
Socrates 
Fortlow. 
 
In addition to 
mystery fiction, 
Mosley has also 
written science 
fiction, drama, young adult fiction, non-
fiction, as well as television and film 
writing.
